Security Activity Report

Tuesday, December 28th  1315-1515 (2)

While patrolling the Point I was contacted regarding suspicious activity at a residence on 183rd Ave E.  It was reported that there was an unfamiliar vehicle there with two occupants that got out of it.  I contacted the subjects in the driveway.  They were Department of Corrections Officers there conducting a residence check of the resident.  

I did a security check of a vacant residence on 184th Av E.  Last time I was there I noticed the mail had not been picked up.  Today, I noticed the mail had been picked up.  The residence was secured however the ramp for the cats on the back of the residence had been moved away from the cat door.  No owner or caretaker of the property has been located thus far.  
While on the Point I conducted routine patrols, checking the park as well.  

Thursday, December 30th 1200-1400 (2)
While patrolling the Point on 26th St Ct E I came across a loose dog.  With the help of another resident I was able to return the dog to the owner.  

On 179th Ave E I came across a collision that had just occurred due to the icy road conditions.  A driver had slid in the ice down a small hill and struck a pickup that was stuck on the hill in his lane.  I was able to hook up a tow rope to one of the vehicle and pull him back up the hill where he was able to drive his vehicle.  I completed a collision report for the parties involved.  

Near the collision it was pointed out to me there was a concrete cylinder in the ditch that had damage to it.  There was a hole in the concrete which possibly posed a risk to pedestrians.  I notified County Shops to respond to examine the damage to determine if repairs were needed or could be done. 

Routine patrols were conducted during this time as well.  

Monday, January 3rd 1230-1530 (3)

While checking an abandoned residence on 184th Ave E I saw two females by the front door with a car in the driveway.  One of the females is the Executor for the estate.  They are taking care of the property until a permanent resolution can be found.  They are also feeding the cats for now.  
I was flagged down by a resident on 183rd Ave E.  This was in regards to a dispute that occurred a few days prior at a neighbor’s residence.  My partner and I had responded to the residence and dealt with the issue on that day.  

I stopped one vehicle on Driftwood Dr E near 179th Ave E for speeding.  The vehicle speed was locked at 37 mph.  The driver claimed he was heading for the park to use his metal detector.  The subject has a considerable amount of criminal history and is not a resident of the Point.  He was advised that the park was private and for members and their guests only.  He claimed he has been in the park before and it is public.  He was advised otherwise.  

A few minutes after I cleared the stop I checked the park to ensure the subject was not there.  

Routine patrols of the Point were conducted during this time.  

Thursday, January 6th 1200-1400 (2)

While patrolling the Point I noticed a subject appears to be back home and living out of a trailer on the property.  The subject was arrested a short time ago however was released and returned.  I will follow-up with Pierce County Code Enforcement regarding the matter.  A permit is required for temporary residency in a trailer, which has likely not been obtained.  There have been reports of suspicious activity involving this subject regarding possibly selling narcotics.  That has not been confirmed.

I stopped one vehicle on Driftwood Dr E at 176th Ave E for a minor traffic offense.  The driver was given a warning for the violation. 

Continual patrols of the Point were conducted during this time.  

Saturday, January 8th Midnight-0200 (2)

While patrolling the Point I came across a couple of small parties on the Point.  Some garbage was left on the side of the road in front of one of the residences on 185th Ave E.  The only issue noted was vehicles parked partially in the roadway.  The vehicles were not blocking access and were not a hazard.  I did not contact anyone regarding the vehicles as it was not necessary.  
I parked my patrol vehicle around the Point in various locations and actively patrolled the Point too.  No issues or concerns were encountered on this evening.  

During this period I worked a total of 11 hours.
