Thursday, December 17th 1500-1700 (2)

During this time I patrolled the Point, making several checks of the park area as well.  I also parked my patrol vehicle around the Point in various locations to address traffic related issues during these times.  I also assisted at a residence a couple blocks north on Sumner Tapps Hwy with a suicidal individual.  Responding Deputies were several minutes out so I responded to the residence.  The subject was taken to an area hospital for medical attention.  

Sunday, December 20th 1200-1400 (2)

Routine patrols of the Point were made during this time.  I also made several checks of the park.  I stopped one vehicle on Driftwood Dr E for speeding.  The vehicle speed registered at 35 mph.  The driver was given an NOI for the infraction.  I stopped two other vehicles for minor traffic offenses.  One was on Driftwood Dr and the other was on 181st Ave E.  Both drivers were given a warning regarding the infraction.  
Tuesday, December 22nd 1100-1300 (2)

While patrolling the Point I noticed an unfamiliar vehicle parked on the side of the road on 25th St Ct E.  The vehicle is registered to a known subject with whom several Deputies have had contact.  The subject was not seen in the area.  The vehicle was legally parked and left where it was at.  I contacted a resident for follow-up regarding a complaint she made regarding a phone call she received from an unknown person.  The resident stated the caller knew her name and other information however the subject did not provide any credible information to her.  The phone number showed as private on the caller ID.  The resident had no idea who the subject was.  She also pointed out that there have been two vehicles showing up in the area of 181st Ave E and 26th St Ct E during the day and parking on the shoulder.  One vehicle is a Green Jeep Wrangler with a Tan top and the other is an older Gray pickup.  She said the subjects usually stay for quite some time then leave.  She was unable to provide a license plate for either vehicle and doesn’t recognize the subjects.  

I stopped one vehicle on Driftwood Dr E for speeding.  The vehicle speed registered at 36 mph.  The driver was issued an NOI for the infraction.  

During this time I also patrolled the Point, making checks of the park as well. 

Sunday, December 27th 1200-1400 (2)

While patrolling the Point I was contacted on 185th Ave E by a resident.  I was advised of teen’s speeding on 185th Ave E in the afternoon.

I was also contacted by another resident on 26th St Ct E.  I was advised of suspicious activity possibly regarding the same White vehicle I had checked on during my previous shift.  I was told it appeared the vehicle may be transporting a subject around in the truck, possibly hiding from police.  This is likely a wanted subject that a few agencies have been attempting to locate.  I have been contacted on another occasion regarding such activity however I have been unable to locate the subject as of yet.  
I will continue to watch the residence in question and for any suspicious activity.  

During this time I also patrolled the Point, checking the park as well.  

Tuesday, December 29th 1200-1400 (2)

During this time I parked my patrol vehicle near 181st Ave and 26th St Ct E in a couple of different locations to watch for either of the reported suspicious vehicles.  I was advised they usually showed up around this time.  I did not see either vehicle on this day.  I have still not seen either and it’s not known if either is still coming around.  I parked my vehicle in a couple of different locations around the Point regarding traffic complaints to deter the activity and enforce any violations.  No violations were noted on this day.  

I attempted to follow up at another residence regarding a possible court order violation however I could not make contact with anyone at the location.  

During this period I worked a total of ten (10) hours.  I focused on more dayshifts due to recent traffic complaints as well as the suspicious vehicle complaints received.
