As a net we are roughly $17,000 favorable to budget. 
If we break that down: Income we are roughly $4,800 to the positive looking at the budget. We collected roughly $2,800 in dues and $2,000 in late fees more than budgeted.
As for expenses we are roughly $12,500 under budget. (Keep in mind that includes the $5,000 we budgeted and have not spent on refinishing the courts as well as $4,000 for a new collections attorney and legal fees incurred) So if we back those 2 items out because we have not spent them we are still roughly $3,500 under budget ytd.
