Approval of previous minutes:

The September 12th Board Meeting minutes were read by Pat Cavanaugh, a motion to accept was made, seconded and approved.

Treasurer’s Report:  Kim Stallcop/Greg Boyko:
A discussion took place on the method of accounting for funds carried forward from the 1010/2011 budget for projects to be completed in the current year.  The finace committee will meet to clear this up.

While the currant records don’t accurately show the correct expenses to budget, after these corrections are made, the results for this month will look about as shown here: 
As a net we are roughly $5,000 favorable to budget.   Income is up by $3.600          and expenses down by $1,400.
A motion was made and seconded to co commit up to $200 for a time clock system for the park attendants.  The motion was amended to attain this item in the following calendar year for next summer’s park season.  The motion passed with no negative votes.

#2 - Wading Pool filled w/ bunker sand.

#3 - Ball Park base line re-filled with dirt.

#4 – Surveillance System?  Joe is continuing to assess this issue based            on possible further cost by the addition of a phone line.
#5- OK for gate card for Joe Mickelson of Cascade Water?  No motion made at this time.  Ron will further research the need for this action.
#6- OK to submit 10 more delinquent accounts?  This too is delayed until our costs of law services are determined.
#7-Joe received a reply from the property owner who was sent a letter requesting they comply with the property standards last month.  The letter showed a good faith effort to conform to community standards.  The board decided to take no farther action at this time.
