Income: Year to date we have collected $1,680 more in annual dues than originally budgeted. So we are roughly $3,486 favorable to budget in the income category to date.

Expenses: We are in line with the budget. We are roughly $4,464 favorable to budget in the expense category. Keep in mind we have $3,300 set aside for legal assistance/ collections which we set in motion and just haven't been billed yet.
