Sunday March 8th, 1200-1400 (2)

During this time I patrolled the Point and made several checks of the park.  

I also followed up to the recent UPS thefts.  I recovered a package and was able to obtain an address via Comcast (sender).  I attempted to contact the resident however nobody was home at this time.  

I also parked my vehicle around the Point in various locations to deter any traffic related issues.  

I was also flagged down by a resident regarding a possible missing person that resides on the Point.  I was advised the subject has warrants if he is located.  The subject was not located and never came to the residence.  

Tuesday March 10th, 1445-1645 (2)

While on the Point I was able to contact the resident where the third UPS package was stolen from.  The item was returned to her.  I completed a report and forwarded it to the Prosecutor for additional theft charges related to the other two reported incidents.  
I also responded to a residence to attempt to locate a suspect in a burglary that occurred at a residence in Puyallup about two weeks ago.  The suspect was an individual that I stopped on the Point for a traffic violation.  She was not at the residence at this time.  

Routine patrols of the Point and park were made during this time as well. 

Monday March 16th, 1815-2015 (2)

While on the Point I stopped one vehicle for a minor traffic violation.  The driver was given a warning. 

During this time I also routinely patrolled the Point and check the park several times as well.  

While checking the park I found a couple of Coyotes running around.  

I have seen them a few times lately during night time.  This is concerning for any small animals that resident’s may have.  I scared the Coyote’s from the park but did not see where they ran off to.  

Wednesday March 18th, 1715-1915 (2)

Prior to my shift on the Point, I received a phone call from a resident regarding a missing person.  I later responded and contacted the resident.  The missing person had not been seen or heard from in nearly one day.  I was provided information as to what vehicle he was driving.  The person is known to me from past contacts.  I checked a couple of locations on the Point the subject has been seen at in the past however he was not there.  I also checked another location near on West Tapps however he was not there either.  I entered the subject, and associated vehicle, as missing with Pierce County.  

During the remainder of my time I patrolled the Point and checked the park as well.  Much of my time on this day was spent attempting to locate the missing person. 

Thursday March 19th, 2000-2200 (2)

During this time I followed up with the resident that made the missing person report.  I was told the missing person had been found in Sumner.  The vehicle has been returned home.  It is unknown where the missing person went to at this time however he has been located.  

While patrolling the Point I came across a residence on 179th Ave E with an open garage door.  I contacted the resident who was not aware the door was still open.  They came home a little while ago and forgot to close the door.  The resident closed the door.  

I also came across a couple of subjects in a vehicle on 25th St Ct E pulled over onto the side of the road with the hood up.  The driver recently installed a new engine and the vehicle was overheating.  He added fluids and was able to get the vehicle home.  
I also checked a residence for a subject who is wanted on a Federal Warrant.  He was not there at this time.  

During this period I worked a total of 10 hrs.  

*I just wanted to reiterate the Coyote issue on the Point.  I see numerous small pets (Cats primarily) outside at night.  If possible they need to be brought in at night.  This will help to get the Coyotes off the point if there is nothing for them to go after.
