Security Activity Report
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Wednesday, December 14th 1400-1700 (3)

While patrolling the Point I came across an unfamiliar vehicle parked on 180th Ave E.  The vehicle was not registered to an address on the Point.  The vehicle had been parked in the same location for the past several days and didn’t appear to have been moved.  I checked with a neighbor who said the vehicle belongs at the residence directly to the south of where it was parked.  The resident had been gone for several months while the home he lived in was remodeled.  

I was contacted by a resident regarding a recent order service on a subject on the Point.  Information was passed on to me regarding the subject that is no longer allowed to be at the residence on the Point.  

While patrolling I came across an open door to a vacant residence on 26th St Ct E.  A subject was located on the property in the backyard doing work.  He had his pickup and trailer parked in the backyard.  The vehicles were not visible from the front of the residence.  

I stopped one vehicle on Driftwood Dr for a minor traffic offense.  The driver was given a warning regarding the violation.  

Friday, December 16th 1200-1400 (2)

I was contacted by a resident regarding a suspicious vehicle parked on 179th Ave E.  Two subjects were reportedly in the vehicle and it was unfamiliar to the area.  I checked on the vehicle and it was unoccupied.  The vehicle was parked in front of a residence that has been associated with several individuals.  The vehicle was registered to an address in Everett.  I checked back on the vehicle a short time later and it was gone.  
I received a complaint regarding an aggressive dog that had managed to get out of its fenced yard.  The dog was now confined back in the fenced yard.  The caller was not hurt but said the dog charged them.  The information was passed along to animal control.  

I checked on a suspicious vehicle parked on 26th St Ct E.  The vehicle was not registered to Federal Way and nobody was seen around it.  The vehicle was a not in good condition but no damage was noted inside.  The vehicle occupant(s) were possibly visiting at a nearby residence.
