Driftwood Point Security Activity Report
Sunday February 22nd, 1100-1300 (2)

While on the Point I contacted a resident for follow-up regarding the theft of a license plate from a vehicle.  The incident had already been reported.  It was not known if the theft occurred on the property or in the City of Auburn.  No suspect information was obtained.  

I stopped one vehicle on Driftwood Dr for failing to stop at a stop sign.  The driver of the vehicle had a suspended driver’s status.  He was arrested.  While searching the vehicle I found quite a bit of property inside, including a shotgun.  I ran serial numbers for the items that had one and nothing had been reported stolen.  I took the shotgun for safekeeping since nobody claimed ownership.  The owner of the vehicle was the passenger and claimed she is living out of the vehicle which was whey there was so much property inside.  The driver was released with a Criminal Citation and the owner drove the vehicle away. 

The next day, another Deputy took a burglary report in the Puyallup area.  The shotgun and several other items I saw in the vehicle were reportedly taken.  The burglary occurred about an hour before I stopped the vehicle.  The property has all been recovered however the two subjects are still yet to be located.  

Patrols of the Point with checks of the park were made as well. 

Tuesday February 24th, 1430-1630 (2)

While patrolling the Point I was contacted by a resident on 179th Ave E.  I was advised his son had been reported as a runaway and possibly has a couple of warrants if he is located.  I verified two warrants for the juvenile’s arrest.  He has not been located as of yet. 

I stopped one vehicle on 26th St Ct E regarding expired registration.  The driver stated the vehicle could not pass an emissions test.  I advised him to get a trip permit to legally drive the vehicle then take care of the issues it may have.  He was given a warning. 

I stopped one vehicle on Driftwood Dr for speeding (36 mph).  The driver said he was running late.  He was issued an NOI and released.  

During this time I patrolled the Point, making several checks of the park area.  

Saturday February 28th, 2100-Mid (3)

During this time I patrolled the Point, making several checks of the park.  

I came across a large party, reception, at a residence on 185th Ave E.  There were a few cans of beer tossed in the roadway from party goers.  I talked with one of the relatives at the residence and the cans were cleared up.  Multiple cars were parked on the roadside associated with the party but no major issues were encountered.  

I was dispatched to a disturbance at a residence on 185th Ave E.  The caller was from across the water on Tacoma Pt and reported hearing yelling from a residence on 185th Ave.  I drove up and down 185th Ave and did not hear or see anything.  It’s unknown where the yelling may have been coming from.  

I stopped one vehicle at 181st Ave E and Driftwood Dr for a minor traffic offense.  The driver was given a warning.  

I stopped another vehicle at 179th Ave E and Driftwood Dr for speeding.  The driver was going 36 mph.  She was issued an NOI.  

Tuesday March 3rd 1315-1615 (3)

During this time I patrolled the Point, checking the park as well.  I parked my patrol vehicle around the Point in various locations to prevent any traffic issues as School Buses were dropping off children during this time.  

I came across a disabled vehicle stopped at the entrance to the Point.  The driver was eventually able to get the vehicle started and cleared from the entrance.  

I was contacted by a resident on the Point regarding a theft that occurred a few days ago.  She had a package stolen from her porch only one minute after it was delivered.  She had surveillance footage of the incident.  The suspect is seen coming onto her property only a minute after the UPS driver leaves.  He is then seen running from the property with the package and getting into a black truck.  The incident had already been reported however she was just now able to get the footage up. 

**The vehicle associated with a traffic stop where I collected a shotgun for safekeeping, later reported stolen, is a White 2002 Mitsubishi Galant WA/595PFI.  The male associated with this vehicle may be responsible for a few recent vehicle prowls on the Point as well.  He is a known thief/burglar and uses methamphetamines.  I have yet been able to locate him or the vehicle.  Nobody needs to call 911 if the vehicle is seen since I have already submitted the case for charging regarding the shotgun and burglary he committed.  (Hoping for a warrant to be issued.)  This is just information relating to this vehicle in case it is seen on the Point.  

**The vehicle associated with the UPS package theft is a Black 2000’s Chevy truck (S10 maybe…).  The truck is lowered, with chrome steps on the sides below the doors.  There is a flat cover over the bed of the truck.  It also has alloy wheels.  I was not able to get a license plate.  The driver/suspect was a White male, 20’s, tall and thin.  He has short Brown hair.  I believe the suspect was following behind the UPS truck and may have taken other packages.  If this vehicle is seen please contact me with any information possible.  I.E. a license plate would be great…377-1303.
